The peace agreement between the north and south is

fragile, with Southern Sudanese struggling to bring even the

basics of life (food, clean water, roads and education) to

southern Sudan. Sudan President Omar el Bashir refuses

to allow the UN to bring troops into Darfur. Read on to

learn how you can pray, and how God is working

in Sudan.

What's New at Sudan Sunrise?

Just Announced! A team of "Lost Boys" of Sudan, including former slave
Francis Bok (author of the book "Escape from Slavery"), will travel to
Darfurian refugee camps in eastern Chad to stand in solidarity with the
children of Darfur. The team will be led by Rev. Abraham Nhial, author of
the book, "Lost Boy No More", and departure is early January 2007. This
team of former Lost Boys will show the character of Christ by reaching out to
the children of their former persecutors to deliver a message of hope, and

to deliver educational supplies, to let the children know they are not

forgotten. The TV show, "60 Minutes" will travel with the team to help call
attention to the needs of the children of Darfur, and to mobilize others around

the world to get involved. We are watching the news coming from Sudan
closely, to ensure the region is safe for travel. As an alternative, the team will
travel to Aweil, in the northern Bahr el Ghazal area of southern Sudan, where
many Darfurian Muslims are escaping from the war-torn southern Darfur
region. The Aweil area is also home to three of our team members, who
would be returning to the area for the first time.

And, in February 2007, Sudan Sunrise will
sponsor a national Sudanese Reconciliation
Conference to bring together all people of Sudan,
both Muslim and Christian, to work together to
address the current crises in Darfur and other
oppression, and to explore ways that Sudanese of
all tribes, regions, and religious backgrounds can
act now in solidarity for justice and peace in all of
